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Average- A value for a set of numbers.  Mean, median, and mode are averages.

Mode-The value or values that occur most often in a set of data.

The amount of homeruns hit by the players are 3, 2, 3, and 1.  The mode is 3 homeruns because that is the amount of homeruns occurred most often.

Median- The middle value in a set of data when the data is in order from least to greatest or greatest to least.

Homeruns: 1, 2, 3, 3    The middle value is 2 and 3.  Between 2 and 3 is 2 ½ .  2 ½ is the median.

Range-  The difference between the maximum and minimum in a set of data.

Homeruns: 1, 2, 3, 3            Maximum = 3




        Minimum = 1        3 – 1 = 2     2 homeruns is the range.
